¥alls Police Department getting no explanation. I tried to contact the lLacrosse
Wanther Bureauw, but got no answer., Finally I got an explanation from the kEau
Clalre Police Department which satisfied me. An orticer told me that it was more
than likely a weather balloon reflecting a city's floresceat lignos. 1 couldan’t

hink of any c¢ity in that directlon large enough to do it, but I left it go at

that anyway.

About three weeks later we saw the same thing in the same direction, zbouk
B, After watching it for a while we started looking sround ToO sSee 1f there
were othars.
