The experts in the SSD/Acrospac:: 20te lakb said theyw
could reproduce the UFO effect in +this nmanner.
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Yiaile this might explain the picture, it does not explain 1‘»1~
story, unless it is a hoax. In this view, IIr pbccupation has
been talken into considerztion. Also considered 1s 2 piciture or a
reportedly lLigh speed object with a camera having a slow shutiler
sveed. The photograpn indicates neither image motion nor camera
motion (as in the case of panning).

The invesvigat officer believes that this is an attempted hoax;
nowever, Mr appeared to be a rather normal, sincere and honest

individual - quite unlike many of the "kooks" who frequent the lLos
Angeles area.

Attempts were made to gain access to the photo lab and personnel
concerned at Technicolor Corperation where the film was allegedly
developed. However, the attempts were unsuccessful. One comment oI
possible significance was obtained from an executive in the corpora-
tion. He stated that their in-house facilities for processing
versonal pnotography was for color film only, that processing oI
black and white film was not permitted, but that a bootleg job could
have peen done. Ir ?‘tated that the processing of personal
film was permitted at Technicolor and that he paid the normal
(company) price to have this fili1 processed.
